A.  REGULAR  PLAY 
1 . WHEN YOU AND YOUR ENTIRE GROUP ARE READY TO PLAY, AND THERE IS AN AVAILABLE   

    COURT, PRINT YOUR NAME AND YOUR STARTING TIME ON THE BIG BLACKBOARD UNDER 
     THE APPROPRIATE COURT NUMBER--THEN YOU MAY ALL ENTER THE COURT TOGETHER. 
      BE MINDFUL AND COURTEOUS TO OTHER PLAYERS.  
2. SINGLES AND DOUBLES HAVE NO TIME LIMITS WHEN OTHER COURTS ARE    

     AVAILABLE AND NO OTHER PLAYERS ARE WAITING TO PLAY. 
3.  JUNIORS AND/OR GUESTS ARE ALLOWED ON ALL COURTS. 

B. RULES THAT APPLY WHEN  PEOPLE ARE WAITING: 

1. WHEN YOUR ENTIRE GROUP IS READY TO PLAY, PRINT YOUR NAME ON THE

 2. JUNIORS MAY BE BUMPED IMMEDIATELY UNLESS PLAYING WITH A SENIOR 
      MEMBER. 

3. THOSE PLAYING CLUB TOURNAMENT AND CHALLENGE LADDER MATCHES MAY 
     PLAY THEIR COMPLETE MATCHES WITHOUT BEING BUMPED BY SELECTING AN  
     AVAILABLE  COURT AND WRITING 'CLUB MATCH' OR 'CHALLENGE' UNDER THEIR 
     NAMES.  (STARTING TIMES ARE NOT REQUIRED.)  PLEASE TRY TO SCHEDULE 
     THESE MATCHES ON OFF-TIMES. 

4.  WHEN ALL COURTS ARE FILLED, PLAY IS LIMITED TO ONE HOUR FOR DOUBLES 
     AND 45 MINUTES  FOR  SINGLES. JUNIORS MUST GIVE WAY TO SENIORS.
C.  “WINTER-PLAY-RULES” ARE TO BE USED UNTIL AT LEAST 7 HAR-TRU COURTS 
       ARE  PLAYABLE

        “WINTER-SET” RULES  ARE  ALSO  P OSTED  ON  THE HARD COURT FENCE. 

    1.WINTER-SET  RULES:
     a. IF PEOPLE ARE WAITING TO PLAY, PLAY IS LIMITED TO A “WINTER       

         SET”—THE FIRST TEAM TO WIN 5 GAMES.

       b. DOUBLES MUST BE PLAYED IF PEOPLE ARE WAITING. IF NOBODY IS 
           WAITING, A “WINTER  SET” OF SINGLES MAY BE PLAYED. HOWEVER, 
           WHEN OTHER PLAYERS ARRIVE AND ARE WAITING, THE SINGLES 
           PLAYERS ARE ENCOURAGED TO STOP PLAY AND TO INVITE THE 
           WAITING PLAYERS TO JOIN THEM FOR DOUBLES. 

               c. JUNIOR MEMBERS MUST GIVE WAY TO SENIOR MEMBERS.

              d. UPON COMPLETION OF A “WINTER SET," PLAYERS ARE OBLIGED TO 
                       RELINQUISH THEIR COURT AND ANNOUNCE: “COURT OPEN!” 

                  e. REGARDLESS OF THE GAMES PLAYED (INCLUDING WARM-UP TIME), 
                      THERE IS A TIME  LIMIT OF​​​​ ONE  HOUR  FOR DOUBLES PER COURT WHEN 
                      OTHER PLAYERS ARE WAITING.    
D. TEAM PLAY   

              1. NO TEAM MATCHES WILL BE PLAYED ON SUNDAY, UNLESS THE 
                  PRESIDENT, VICE-PRESIDENT, OR BOARD OF DIRECTORS MAKE AN 
                  EXCEPTION.

              2. NO MORE THAN TWO TEAM MATCHES ON ANY SATURDAY. 

              3. MATCHES WILL BE PLAYED ON DESIGNATED COURTS. NO MORE THAN 
                 FIVE COURTS MAY BE USED AT ONE TIME FOR A MATCH. IF TWO TEAMS 
                 ARE AT HOME, EACH TEAM MAY USE FOUR COURTS. 
 
              4. COURTS IN USE, WHICH ARE SCHEDULED FOR TEAM PLAY MUST BE           

                 VACATED 15  MINUTES BEFORE THE SCHEDULED  START OF A MATCH.  
                 COURTS TO BE USED AND  MATCH STARTING TIMES MUST BE POSTED ON 
                 THE BULLETIN BOARD NO LESS THAN 24  HOURS PRECEDING A MATCH. 

              5. TEAM CAPTAIN IS RESPONSIBLE FOR SCHEDULING, POSTPONING, AND 
                         OTHERWISE ENFORCING THE ABOVE RULES. 

              6. TEAM CAPTAINS WILL ADVISE VISITING TEAMS OF RULES AND                                       
                   REGULATIONS INCLUDING THE DRESS CODE.                                      
E. DRESS CODE 
              1. ANY APPAREL MADE SUITABLE FOR TENNIS IS ACCEPTABLE. 

              2. ALSO ACCEPTABLE: SOLID COLOR T(SHIRTS (UNDER SHIRTS NOT INCLUDED) 
              3. T-SHIRTS MADE SPECIFICALLY FOR TENNIS TOURNAMENTS, CLUBS, CAMPS, ETC. 

              4. ONLY TENNIS SHOES MAY BE WORN. 
              5. MEMBERS WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THEIR GUESTS’ ATTIRE. 

F.  GUESTS 

1. THE GUEST FEE IS $10.00 FOR ALL SENIOR GUESTS AND $3.00 FOR ALL JUNIOR GUESTS. 

2. GUESTS MUST BE SIGNED IN AND PAID FOR BEFORE PLAYING. MEMBERS ARE 
    RESPONSIBLE FOR PAYING THE MANAGER OR ANY BOARD MEMBER. 

3. GUESTS MUST ABIDE BY THE RULES POSTED ON THE BULLETIN BOARD OF THE 
    CLUB. 

4. NO GUESTS PERMITTED BEFORE 1:00 PM ON WEEKENDS AND HOLIDAYS. 

5. A STAND-BY OR NON-MEMBER MAY PLAY AS A GUEST NO MORE THAN FIVE TIMES 
      PER SEASON. 

6. NO MEMBER MAY BRING MORE GUESTS AT ONE TIME THAN WILL OCCUPY ONE 

     COURT. 
G. CONDUCT OF MEMBERS AND GUESTS 

1.  ALL PLAYERS SHOULD CONDUCT THEMSELVES IN A COURTEOUS MANNER AT ALL 
    TIMES. 

2. DEPORTMENT, ON OR AROUND THE CLUB, COURTS AND THE CLUBHOUSE, THAT 
    INVOLVES UNNECESSARY NOISE, PROFANITY OR OTHERWISE IMPROPER 
    REMARKS OR BEHAVIOR WILL NOT BE TOLERATED. 

3. SMOKING IS PERMITTED ONLY IN THE PARKING LOT AREAS. 

4. CELL PHONES MUST BE TURNED OFF WHEN ON THE COURTS. 

5. PETS ARE NOT PERMITTED ON THE GROUNDS OF THE TENNIS CLUB. 

H. GENERAL 
1. ANY MEMBER OR NON-MEMBER IS PROHIBITED FROM ENGAGING IN ANY TENNIS 
    BUSINESS ON CLUB PREMISES WITHIN 100 YARDS OF THE CLUB’S PREMISES. 

     EXCEPTIONS IN WRITING BY THE DIRECTOR OF TENNIS WITH THE BOARD OF 
     DIRECTORS’ APPROVAL IS NECESSARY TO CONDUCT SUCH BUSINESS. TENNIS 
     BUSINESS IS DEFINED AS: STRINGING OR REPAIR OF RACQUETS: SELLING TENNIS         
     PARAPHERNALIA SUCH AS SHIRTS, CAPS, TENNIS SHOES, TENNIS BALLS, ETC.  FOR 
     MONETARY OR OTHER CONSIDERATIONS; PROMOTING TENNIS INSTRUCTIONS FOR 
     A FEE OF ADVERTISING SUCH SERVICES ON CLUB PREMISES.
2. PLAYERS GOING TO AND FROM BACK COURTS 8 THROUGH 18 MUST GO AROUND, 
    NOT THROUGH, THE FRONT COURTS. 
3. HAR-TRU COURTS WILL BE CLOSED FOR WATERING AT A TIME DESIGNATED BY 
     THE MANAGER AND THE TIMES WILL BE POSTED.  IF YOU ARE BUMPED BECAUSE 
     OF WATERING AND YOU DO NOT CONTINUE TO PLAY ELSEWHERE, YOU MAY GO 
     BACK ON THE SAME COURT WHEN WATERING IS COMPLETED. WHEN THE 
     WATERING IS COMPLETED, YOU MAY CONTINUE TO PLAY FOR ONLY THE  
     BALANCE OF THE TIME REMAINING WHEN YOU WERE BUMPED. 

4. NO TENNIS IS TO BE PLAYED ON COURTS WHEN NETS ARE DOWN. 

5. USE NO MORE THAN 3 BALLS, UNLESS YOUR COURT IS BETWEEN TWO EMPTY COURTS OR  

     YOUR COURT IS NEXT TO A SIDE FENCE AND AN EMPTY COURT.
I. VIOLATIONS :  THE BOARD MAY SANCTION A MEMBER OF IHTC FOR ANY VIOLATION OF  

   ANY OF THE ABOVE RULES AND REGULATIONS.
